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Script for Little Red Riding Hood
(Scene One, at Little Red Riding Hood’s home)

Mother: Little Red Riding Hood, Grandma is sick.

Please take this basket to Grandmother’s house.

Little Red Riding Hood:  Okay!
Goodbye, Mother!



(Mom gives the basket to Little Red Riding Hood. They wave goodbye to each other.)
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(Scene Two, in the forest)
(Little Red Riding Hood walks in the forest. Then, a wolf appears and talks to her.)

Wolf: Hi! Little girl! What’s your name?
Little Red Riding Hood: Little Red Riding Hood.

Wolf: Where are you going?

Little Red Riding Hood:  To my grandmother’s house.
Wolf: You should pick some flowers.
Little Red Riding Hood: Okay!

Wolf: Bye!

Little Red Riding Hood: Byel

(Little Red Riding Hood then goes to pick some flowers.)
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(Scene Three, at Grandmother’s house)

(The wolf goes to Grandmother’s house and knocks at the door.)

Wolf: Knock! Knock! Knock! Anybody home?
Grandmother: Who is it?

Wolf: Grandma, it’s me - Little Red Riding Hood.
Grandmother: Come in!

(The wolf goes into the house, ties Grandmother up, and hides her in the closet. Then
the wolf pretends that he is the Grandmother.)

(Little Red Riding Hood comes to the door. She knocks at the door.)

Little Red Riding Hood: Knock! Knock! Knock!

Wolf: (pretending Grandmother’s voice) Who is it?

Little Red Riding Hood:  Grandma! It’s me - Little Red Riding Hood.
Wolf: Come on in!

(Little Red Riding Hood comes in and gives the basket to the wolf.)

Little Red Riding Hood: ~ What big ears!
Wolf: To hear you better.
Little Red Riding Hood: ~ What big eyes!
Wolf: To see you better.



Little Red Riding Hood: What a big mouth!
Wolf: To eat ~ you!

(The wolf wants to eat Little Red Riding Hood. Little Red Riding Hood runs and runs.
The wolf chases after her. They keep running in circles.)

Little Red Riding Hood: (screams) Help! Help! Help!

(A hunter comes in and catches the wolf. The wolf surrenders by showing up his
hands.)

Wolf: Please don’t kill me! Please don’t kill me!
Hunter: I can’t let you go. Bang! Bang! Bang!

(The hunter shuts the wolf. The wolf screams.)

Wolf: Ah! No!

(The wolf drops dead on the floor. The hunter and Little Red Riding Hood free
Grandmother.)

Grandma and Little Red Riding Hood: (together) Thank you! Thank you!
Hunter: You are welcome.

(All the actors go up on the stage again.)
All: Thank you, everybody!
(The End)
(The teacher can make some comments after the performance like “Don’t talk to

strangers on the streets. They may be very dangerous -- just like the big bad wolf
in the story.”)
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Hi! Little girl! What’s your name?
Where are you going?
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Little Red Riding Hood picks some flowers for her grandmother.
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Knock! Knock! Knock!

Anybody home?
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Hello! I am Little Red Riding Hood’s grandmother.
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| want to eat you!
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| am the hunter.
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Bang! Bang! Bang!
Ah!
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Grandmother and Little Red Riding Hood are safe at last.
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Little Red Riding Hood’s mother and grandmother
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Thank you, everybody!
