Oscar Fingal O'Flahertie Wills Wilde was born on October 16,
1854, in Dublin, Ireland. His father was Ireland’s leading ear
and eye surgeon, who also published books on archaeology,
folklore, and the satirist Jonathan Swift. His mother, who
wrote under the name Speranza, was a poet and an
authority on Celtic myth and folklore. Wilde attended
